Hello Block Watchers!

You have done an excellent job keeping the neighborhood safe by watching out for suspicious
behavior and looking out for your neighbors. Now, let’s take a step back and do some “Spring
cleaning” on our own individual households. By asking yourself (and acting on) the following
guestions, you will reduce the chance that your home and property will be targeted by criminals:

Is your outside lighting appropriate? Set lights on timer if possible.
Is your lawn cut and shrubbery trimmed consistently?
Are the locks on your exterior doors (front, back and garage) in need of updating?
If you park on the street or in your driveway, do you...
a. lock your car each time you leave it?
b. remove your valuables (cell phone, laptop, GPS, newly-purchased groceries, purse or
wallet, etc.) from car daily?
When leaving home, do you lock your doors and set your house alarm every time?
Do you have your large valuables (T.V., cameras & video cameras, video-gaming systems,
etc.) engraved with a personal code number? Have you videotaped or taken pictures of all
property (helps in case of theft or natural disaster)?
Have you updated your passwords on your computer lately?
Have you changed the batteries to your smoke detector(s)?
Do you remove mail from mailbox daily as well as retrieve your newspaper timely?
Do you always say no to solicitors? Other than the CP kids that you know, feel
free to say “NO, Thank you!” to other solicitors through the door without opening
it. There has been an increase in home invasions in recently in some areas; using
above method is one way to avoid being a victim.

For six days of every week, Church Pointis a very  attractive neighborhood. On Wednesdays — trash day s — not
so much! There’s no way around it: we've got to p ut those trash bins out on the street, along with | awn debris
and tree limbs -- and every two weeks recycle cans, too. It's not pretty, but we can all help to mini mize the
mess. Church Point’s rules ask everyone to wait un  til late in the day Tuesday before putting any tras h,
recycling, or lawn debris at the curb. We also ask that the cans be moved back from the curb as soon as
possible after pickup, no later than Wednesday even ing. We've seen a number of instances recently of cans
being left out until sometime Thursday. And there are also cases of tree limbs or lawn bags being put out at
the curb as early as the weekend before pickup. Th at’s a no-no. Keep those bags in your yard, prefer ably

hidden from the street, until Tuesday evening.

Another thing we can all do to mitigate the effect of trash day is to help do some “litter patrol” aft er the trash
pickup crews come through. Trash pickup inevitably leaves some debris flying around the neighborhood,
especially when it's a windy day (which it seems to be every Wednesday!). This year, our lawn mainten ance
service comes every Thursday, and we have asked the m to be especially vigilant at picking up litter in

common areas, but all residents can help with litte r pickup in their yards and curbing and in the comm on
areas near their homes. It only takes a minute to gather up loose debris and it greatly improves the look of the
neighborhood -- feels good, too, to have done your part!
